Elected representatives hold voting rights within the EELISA Executive and
Governing Boards, ensuring that student perspectives are formally
represented and considered in the Alliance’s highest decision-making

processes.

Beyond governance, every
Council member may also
contribute to EELISA’s
operational framework by joining
one of the ten EELISA Work
Packages.
